When Jesus was bapt ized, he came
out of the water and heard a heavenly voice
say, “You are my beloved; with you I am
well pleased.” Listen for this voice today
whenever you “come out  of the water”—
the shower, the snow or rain, the swim-
ming pool, the sudsy k itchen sink . Glory 
in heaven and peace on earth, now and 
forever! Alleluia! Amen!
